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1 Introduction
Introduction should have no more than 15 lines. The Full Paper must be written in English within 12pt Times New Roman. The Full Paper including figures, tables and references must have a minimum length of 8 pages and cannot exceed 7,500 words. Before sending your paper, please also make sure that your paper is free of grammatical, spelling, and other common errors. (Justified, 12pt Times New Roman, bold. All major words capitalized. 12pt space before and after the section.)


1. Literature Review / State–of–Arts / Research Background  
In the context of your research paper the literature review should be a critical synthesis of previous research in the subject field. The evaluation of the literature leads logically to the research question. Who is doing what? Who has done what? Who first did it or published it? Taken from published papers, research monographs, catalogues etc. based on primary sources. Offering a, probably new, structured view of the field of study.

2. Materials and Methods / Research Methodology 
This section should be detailed enough that readers can replicate your research, and assess whether the methods justify the conclusions. It’s advisable to use the past tense – it’s about what you did – and avoid using the first person. Ultimately, you should explain how you studied the problem, identify the procedures you followed, and structure this information as logically as possible. 
If your methods are new, you’ll need to explain them in detail. If they’ve been published before, cite the original work, including your amendments if you’ve made modifications. Identify the equipment and the materials you used, specifying their source. State the frequency of observations and what types of data were recorded. 
Give precise measurements, stating their strengths and weaknesses when necessary. Name any statistical tests, so your quantitative results can be judged. 
If your research involved human participants, you’ll need to include certain information in the ethics statement, such as committee approvals and permission to publish. You should also explain your criteria for selecting participants.

The title should be 12pt Times New Roman and placed under each figure. All figures must be cited in the text. 12pt space should be given before and after the figure. Tables

All tables must be cited in the text. 12pt space should be given before and after the table. All tables must have a source (even if it is your own-work, that must be mentioned in the source). The tables must be prepared in word or excel.

Equations
Formulas must be written with MSWord Equation.  A displayed equation is numbered, using Arabic numbers in parentheses. It should be centered, leaving an 12pt space above and below to separate it from the surrounding text.

Format of References
References should be cited in the text and all citations must be listed in the references. There shouldn’t be any mismatch between citations and references. The Harvard referencing system must be followed (Please take a look at the following link for more details on https://library.aru.ac.uk/referencing/harvard.htm).  Footnote references are not permitted.
Citations in the text must appear as surname(s) and date and complete references must be listed alphabetically at the end of the paper. 
When a cited work has three or more authors in the text, the form (main author et al. year) is used (Don’t forget to italicize et al.).
Online citations include the date of access. Ampersand (&) is not used, unless it is a widely used expression (e.g., R&D), or included in a company name (e.g., Standard & Poor’s). 
When reference is made to more than one work by the same author(s) published in the same year, each citation is identified in the text in the form (Schendel, 2005a, 2005b). These references must be alphabetized by article title.

3. Case Studies/ Experiments/ Demonstrations

4. Research Results (Justified, 12pt Times New Roman, bold. All major words capitalized. 12pt space before and after the section.)
This section should present your findings objectively, explaining them largely in text. It’s where you show how your results contribute to the body of scientific knowledge, so be clear and logical. And it’s important not to interpret your results – that comes in the Discussions and Conclusions and Further Research sections. 

5. Discussions (Justified, 12pt Times New Roman, bold. All major words capitalized. 12pt space before and after the section.)

6 Conclusion (Justified, 12pt Times New Roman, bold. All major words capitalized. 12pt space before and after the section.)
